PREVENTABLE Heath Problems:
Bones, joints, and ligaments:
Many puppies can injure themselves by jumping. Going down a flight of stairs, or jumping off the couch can injure the shoulder, elbows or lower Jaws of small dogs. Hold him carefully so that he does not jump out of your arms when you pick him up. Even if your dog does not show signs of injury from repeated jumping, the damage maybe gradual . 
Foxtails: Foxtails are grass seeds with barbed sprouts on the back end. They can work themselves under eyelids, ear canals, penile sheath, vaginal, or under the skin.  Do not run your dog in dry tall grass.
Dentition: Toy dogs tend to retain their baby teeth.  When the adult tooth  will then come  in either in front or behind the baby tooth. This can cause  abscess or decay. Brushing your dog’s teeth is recommended. 
INTERNAL  Parasites:   Rarely can these be detected from the naked eye.  DONOT try and save money with over the counter medications. They Don’t work.  Worms are NOT natural or unavoidable part of owning a dog.  They can cause  major and persistent health problems if left untreated. 
HEAT STRESS: Your dog needs protection from Heat and from cold. IF you are uncomfortable  so is your dog.
