Answers to Questions I receive on a regular basis.
I often get requests for Teacup  Maltese being 8 to 10 pounds and even larger, which is above the CKC Maltese Standard. (Under 7 lbs, 4 to 6 pounds most favorable.)
There is no such thing as a Tea Cup, Micro-mini Tea cup etc.
This is a sales ploy aimed at the unsuspecting public.
DESIGNER DOGS:  “Poo” , “Tese “ , “ese” Such as Malti-poo, Cock-a-poo, Morky, and a number of other cute names that are used to sell a mixed breed for large sums of money to the unsuspecting public who think they are getting something special. There is no guarantee that the   Malti-poo you are buying is even part Maltese and part Poodle or even 2 or 3 other breeds in its back ground. This is also true with a non registered breed. People selling these dogs can say they are what ever they choose and there is nothing the buyer can do about it. Many of these so called “Designer Dogs” end up in Pet stores and Puppy Mills. NO puppy bought from a Pet store can be CKC Registered therefor is NOT considered a Purebred. 
A dog is NOT considered a Purebred or Guaranteed to be a Purebred unless you receive Registration Papers for your dog/puppy.
