HOUSE AND CRATE TRAINING 

HOUSE TRAINING:   The trick is to anticipate elimination. Feed at scheduled meal  times  (instead of free feeding) to regulate elimination. Take your pup to its relief area at least every 2 hours.  Small fenced area works well ( 4X4) 
Use a key word  ( ie “Go Potty”)   WAIT!! There until he goes. PRAISE !! PRAISE!!! PRAISE !!! Wait several more minutes to be sure, just in case.
Teach your pup to tell you when he needs to go. Hang a bell from the door at puppies nose level. Shake the string and ring the bell, before opening the door. You don’t need to actively  teach this trick as the puppy will associate the ringing with the door opening and will soon try it on their own. When you hear the bell. Praise and take the pup outside… 

CRATE TRAINING:   Crates are comfortable dens where pups can nap or spend time when unattended. Choose a size where the pup can stand up, turn around and lie down. If the crate is to large..some pups will use the extra space as a toilet.  Toss a treat and toys inside the crate and allow your pup to explore. After you pup is comfortable going in and out, give it an interesting  toy or chewy and close in crate for 15 minutes.  Gradually increase the time until your pup can spend a relaxed hour chewing a bone or toy in the crate. 
If your puppy falls asleep on the floor, place him in the crate. This helps you know when he wakes up and can avoid accidents. 
When picking up his toy, place them in the crate so he will enter on his own to play. You may even want to hide a biscuit in occasionally as a nice surprise.  Or place a treat in “ BONG”  ( a rubber  toy with a hole to which you put a treat inside) 
FOR OVERNIGHT:  Place the crate beside your bed, so you can lay your hand against the door for your pup to sniff and be reassured that you are there.  Allow young pups a potty outing during the night, but recrate afterwards.. DO NOT PLAY OR FEED  during the night.  Chewing on bone  may help your puppy relax and go back to sleep.  Pups can spend the whole night in the crate. No more than 3 hours during the day.  Confine your puppy in an area with food water and paper to eliminate on when you must leave for more than a few hours…
